MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 27,2019 REGULAR MEETING OF THE MOUNT CARROLL CITY
COUNCIL

Ms. Lisa Lewis rang the bell to announce the start of the meeting. RINGING OF BELL
Mayor Bates called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. CALL TO ORDER
Roll call: Mayor Carl Bates, present, Aldermen Paul Kaczmarski, ROLL CALL

present, Doug Bergren, present, Kevin Powers, present, Jeff Elliott, present, Mike Risko, present, and
Joe Grim, present.

Alderman Bergren led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Pastor Vince Wilczynski gave the invocation.

Mr. Matt Schueler, Wipfli, LLP was in attendance and reviewed the ANNUAL AUDIT

annual audit and financial statements with the city council. He noted some of the items to refer to for the
City’s net position, the statements required for the pension plan, and that the TIF activities were in
compliance. He commented about the collateral issues in the handling of the IEPA loan funding for the
wastewater treatment plant project. The Illinois Funds account that the City has would provide a secured
fund for the amounts over the FDIC coverage limits. Alderman Grim moved and Alderman Elliott
seconded to accept the annual financial statements as presented and place on file. Roll call vote:
Aldermen Kaczmarski, yes, Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, and Grim, yes. Vote: 6
yeses and 0 noes. The motion was carried.

Mr. William Schmidt from Scout Troop #51 was in attendance and 5K ZOMBIE RUN
addressed the council about a 5K Zombie Run fund raising activity that the scout troop would like to
conduct during the PumpkinFest on October 26™, He provided a map of the route that would go through
the cemetery and down the trail to the park for a portion of the route and was going to stay away from
any of the State highway roadways. Alderman Grim moved and Alderman Elliott seconded to grant
permission to Troop #51 to conduct the 5K Run event on October 26, 2019 as presented. Roll call vote:
Aldermen Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, Grim, yes, and Kaczmarski, yes. Vote: 6
yeses and 0 noes. The motion was carried.

Alderman Elliott moved and Alderman Grim seconded to MINUTES

approve the minutes of the August 13, 2019 regular meeting. Roll call vote: Aldermen Powers, yes,
Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, Grim, yes, Kaczmarski, yes, and Bergren, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. The
motion was carried.

Alderman Kaczmarski moved and Alderman Risko seconded to ACCOUNTS PAYABLE
authorize the payment of the accounts payable to date for the month of August 2019 as approved by the
finance committee. Roll call vote: Aldermen Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, Grim, yes, Kaczmarski, yes,
Bergren, yes, and Powers, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. The motion was carried.

Mayor Bates reported that the bank account balances were FINANCIAL REPORT
totaling $531,511.99 as of today.

COMMITTEES
Alderman Grim reported of the August 27" water & sewer committee WATER & SEWER

meeting:
1. Superintendent Zink reported that the recirculating pump for the treatment plant should be
delivered sometime next week, the electric service to the East Benton Street lift station
structure should be completed soon and the operating permit for this extension was being

processed.
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Discussed the issue of reviewing a maintenance set aside program for the painting of the

water tower. A representative from Maquire Iron would like to talk with the council about

this matter. The committee decided to ask Superintendent Zink to have the representative come
to the next committee meeting on September 24™ and also have some cost estimates of

doing the paint work on the tower.

Superintendent Zink reported that the swimming pool was closed and the crew would drain

it this week. To review all of the maintenance projects to be completed before opening next year.
Scheduling the fire hydrant flushing for this fall the week of October 4,

Superintendent Zink reported that the equipment from the batting cage at the construction area
was cleaned out with some of it being stored here in city hall and some in the concession stand at
the park. The building would be dismantled and stored on site until a new location is determined.
Discussed the floor drains in the bathrooms at the park concession stand building.

Discussed the activity of the construction to start on the new sewer plant.

Alderman Grim presented the water & sewer committee recommendation CONFERENCE

to approve the attendance of two of the operators to attend the Illinois Rural Water

Association Conference in Rockford, IL on October 22™ and 23™ with the registration fee

to be no more than $150.00 for each. Roll call vote: Aldermen Risko, yes, Grim, yes,
Kaczmarski, yes, Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, and Elliott, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes.

The motion was carried.

Alderman Grim presented the water & sewer committee recommendation WELL#4

to authorize the superintendent to schedule the maintenance work on well #4 for next spring and
this project would be in the next fiscal year budget. Roll call vote: Aldermen Grim, yes,
Kaczmarski, yes, Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, and Risko, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0
noes. The motion was carried.

10. Mr. Steve Haring, MSA provided an update of the treatment plant and downtown

Roll call
vote: Alderman Kaczmarski, yes, Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, and Grim,
yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. The motion was carried.

Alderman Kaczmarski presented the finance committee recommendation CONTRIBUTION

to approve the contribution of $150.00 from the band fund to the Carroll County 708 Mental
Health Board. Roll call vote: Aldermen Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, Grim,
yes, and Kaczmarski, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. The motion was carried.

Discussion about the proposal received from Raisbeck Painting ~ COMMUNITY HOUSE

to do the outside painiting of the community house. It did not have a quote for the caulking line
item. To ask if this could be specified with an amount not to exceed and have this matter on

the agenda for the next meeting.
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Under old business Alderman Risko asked about the finishing of the OLD BUSINESS
Galena Street Bridge Project. Mr. Chris Rogers was in attendance and reported of the progress with the
Stone House Project.

Alderman Grim moved and Alderman Kaczmarski seconded to pass Resolution No. R8-2019-1, A
Resolution of the City of Mount Carroll, Carroll County, Illinois to Induce the Redevelopment of
Certain Property Within the Downtown and South City Tax Increment Financing Redevelopment
Project Area (117 West Market Street). Roll call vote: Aldermen Powers, yes, Elliott, yes, Risko, yes,
Grim, yes, Kaczmarski, yes, and Bergren, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. Resolution No. R8-2019-1 was
adopted by unanimous roll call vote.

Alderman Grim moved and Alderman Kaczmarski seconded to pass Resolution No. R8-2019-2, A
Resolution of the City of Mount Carroll, Carroll County, Illinois to Induce the Redevelopment of
Certain Property Within the Downtown and South City Tax Increment Financing Redevelopment
Project Area (203 West Market Street). Roll call vote: Aldermen Elliott, yes, Risko, yes, Grim, yes,
Kaczmarksi, yes, Bergren, yes, and Powers, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. Resolution No. R8-2019-2
was adopted by unanimous roll call vote.

Alderman Elliott moved and Alderman Grim seconded to pass Resolution No. R8-2019-3, A Resolution
Updating the Authorization of the Mayor to be the Principal Authority for the City of Mount Carroll
General Fund with the Illinois Funds Account. Roll call vote: Aldermen Risko, yes, Grim, yes,
Kaczmarski, yes, Bergren, yes, Powers, yes, and Elliott, yes. Vote: 6 yeses and 0 noes. Resolution No.
R8-2019-3 was adopted by unanimous roll call vote.

Ms. Lisa Lewis to the city staff. Alderman Bergren acknowledged the police report presented to the
council for ths evening from the new Chief Scott Marth.
